During this period, we will come together for merit
accumulation through offering to the Triple Gem, charity
to the wandering spirits and reciting mass prayers. By
spreading Buddha's universal compassion through these
activities, we will benefit both the living and the departed.
This year, our resident Sanghas will be engaged in the
practice of 10,000 Buddha Names Sutra, Vairocana
Dawning of Blessings Puja and various rituals to request
for protection and blessings for everyone. May all beings
of the six realms experience the transformative power of
great compassion and liberation!
